e Proposals must keep it broad and realistic — no funding requirements, but practical enough to
spark debate

e Review the banned topics list to ensure your idea does not conflict

Scoring:
e Scoring will be based on the same rubric, however it’s been reformatted to make score

distribution easier. Additionally, peer reviews will now be worth 70% of the total score and
adult evaluations will make up 30% of the total score.
